Take care to remove plant parts, 
seeds, etc. from your shoes, clothing 
and equipment. 

 
What you should do if you find these 
weeds:  

Identify location 
Identify plants if possible, or carefully 
take a sample 
Call your local weed control authority 
to report the infestation
