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Adaptive Survey

What is adaptive survey?
¸Biased to dispersal routes and 

disturbance

¸Survey to a distance beyond last 
known plant to find infestation 
boundary



Adaptive Survey

When would you use it?
¸Eradication

¸Species with limited distribution

¸Focus to 1 to 3 species, may record up 
to 4 additional but low priority



ÅWhen would you use another 
survey technique ?

¸Species with extensive distribution

¸Surveying for more than 7 species
